In some 
instances, the number of degrees awarded to a particular 
major is low thereby making data scarce for the group.  In 
addition, because Salary Survey reports up-to-the-minute sal-
ary offers (e.g. those being extended to the current graduat-
ing class), those majors that typically don’t find employment 
until after graduation may not be represented in the report. 
Furthermore, other graduates such as teachers and healthcare 
workers have more of a direct path to a job, so they are less 
likely to be involved in the campus recruiting program, and 
thereby less likely to report their salary offers.

average salary offers increase. Graduates in the business 
and liberal arts disciplines—fields that boast plentiful 
supplies of graduates—saw their average offers fall, 
although the drop was less than 1 percent, suggesting 
that employers chose to maintain salary levels even as 
they trimmed their hiring roles. (See Figure 1.)

The overall average salary offer to business majors 
as a group fell by a mere one-tenth of 1 percent, with 
nearly an even split of increases and decreases posted 
by each of the individual disciplines. Accounting, mar-
keting, and finance majors realized increases, while 
business administration/management, economics, and 
management information systems graduates saw their 
average offers fall.  

The average salary offer to accounting graduates crept 
up less than 1 percent to $48,471, and the overall 
average salary offer to marketing graduates is up 1.8 
percent to $42,260. Finance majors posted a 2.1 per-
cent increase to their average salary offer, bringing it 
to $49,163.

Conversely, business administration/management 
graduates saw their average offer fall 3.4 percent to 
$44,607; the average offer to economics graduates fell 
2.8 percent to $49,628; and management information 
systems graduates saw their average salary offer dip 
by 1.8 percent to $50,573.

The average salary offer to computer science graduates 
as a group ends the year with an increase—a albeit tiny 
0.9 percent for an average of $59,177—after experienc-
ing a year of dipping offers. (In the Winter 2009 report, 
the average offer to graduates in the computer-related 

fields fell 1.4 percent; in the Spring 2009 report, the 
average offer was off 3.6 percent. These graduates 
saw a rebound in the Summer 2009 report, when their 
average offer rose 1.6 percent.)

In terms of specific disciplines, graduates earning de-
grees in computer science saw their average offer rise 
just 0.6 percent to $61,467, while information sciences 
and systems graduates saw a 1.1 percent increase for 
an average offer of $52,886.

Compared to many of their peers in other disciplines, 
engineering graduates fared well. As a group, en-
gineering grads saw their average offer rise 4.2 
percent from $57,250 to $59,670. By specific 
discipline, chemical engineering graduates saw their 
average offer increase 3 percent to $65,675, and 
the average offer to mechanical engineers rose 3.9 
percent to $59,222. Electrical engineering gradu-
ates posted a 5 percent increase to their average 
salary offer, which now stands at $60,509. All 
healthy increases—unless compared to jump in the 
average starting salary offer to petroleum engineers, 
which rose a whopping 13 percent to $85,417. 
Not surprisingly, the employers who showed the 
most interest in these graduates were petroleum 
and coal products manufacturers; these employers 
made offers that ranged between $70,000 and 
$90,000.

Overall, the average salary offer to liberal arts graduates 
held steady, dropping just 0.2 percent from  $36,715 to 
$36,624. Overall, liberal arts grads were most likely 
to be offered teaching positions, which were among 
the top jobs for 2009 graduates. (See Figure 2.)

By specific discipline in the liberal 
arts, there is a mix: Some saw 
increases, others saw their aver-
age fall. English majors saw a  
3.2 percent increase to their aver-
age salary offer, which now stands 
at $36,604. Political science/
government majors saw a simi-
lar increase; their average offer  
rose 3 percent to $40,009. Also 
posting increases: history and  
psychology grads. The average 
salary offer for psychology ma-
jors, up 1.4 percent, now stands 
at $34,573; the average offer 
for history majors is $38,445, 
just 1 percent over last year’s 
average.

Sociology and visual and performing arts majors, how-
ever, saw their average offers fall. The average offer to 
sociology grads fell 3.2 percent to $34,290, while the 
average offer to visual and performing arts graduates 
dropped 2.7 percent to $34,114—fairly significant 
drops given that the trend among employers appears 
to be to hold salaries while reducing the number of 
opportunities. 

What’s ahead for the upcoming class? Will 2010 
graduates experience the same type of market as the 
Class of 2009? Early indications are that 2010 could 

be bumpy, with employers holding their collective breath 
to see how the economy rebounds. When schools 
participating in Salary Survey were polled, more than 
60 percent said they expect to see fewer employers on 
campus in Fall 2009 than they did in Fall 2008. No 
responding school reported expecting more employers 
to visit, and, overall, responding schools anticipate fewer 
openings and more competition for available jobs.
