Athletics

Table Tennis

The Rams table tennis dynasty continued

this year as the team won five out of seven
titles at the College Table Tennis National
Championships in April. The Rams came
away with victories in the co-ed team, women’s
team, women’s doubles (Ines Perhoc and Jasna
Reed), mixed doubles (Mark Hazinski and Ines
Perhoc), and men’s singles (Mark Hazinski)
events. Since the program began in 2002, the
Rams have won 38 of a possible 52 collegiate
titles, This is the sixth consecutive year they
have won the national title.

Mark Hazinski, a junior from Mishawaka,
Ind., won his second national title in men’s
singles. Hazinski had to go through former
Texas Wesleyan star Eric Owens, BS 06, in
the final match. Owens is now playing as a
graduate student for Midwestern University.

Baseball

The Rams advanced to the NAIA National
Championship Opening Round after
reaching the Red River Athletic Conference
Championship, but fell to Oklahoma City after
beating McKendree University and Louisiana
State University-Shreveport. In the RRAC
Tournament, the Rams lost a close game to
Northwood University in the finals — the
Knights got the winning run in the bottom of
the ninth.

Nine Rams earned All-Conference honors this

season, including six on the first-team. Senior
shortstop Butch Ballez, junior catcher Mikey
Horn, senior outfielder Blake Walker, junior
outfielder Nick Schrock, junior right-hander
Joey Evans, and junior reliever Matt Chutchian
were named to the first-team. Junior outfielder
Travis Spencer, junior utility player Ryan
Jacobi, and sophomore pitcher Kody Thiebaud

were selected to the second team.

The Rams also put five players on the RRAC
All-Glove team, which is comprised of the top
defensive player at each position: Mikey Horn
(catcher), Butch Ballez (shortstop), Jerry Fisher
(second base), Blake Walker (left field), and
Joey Evans (pitcher).

Golf

The Texas Wesleyan University men’s golf team
rose from a tie for sixth place all the way to
second at the 58th NAIA Men’s Golf National
Championship. Sophomore Armado Villarreal
placed second out of a field of 151.

The Rams won their way into the tournament
this season. Texas Wesleyan hosted — and
won — an NAIA National Qualifier at Raven
Nest Golf Club in Huntsville, Texas, which
doubled as the RRAC Tournament (an event
Texas Wesleyan has never lost). The win put
the Rams into the National Tournament and
gave the team its sixth straight conference

championship.

Softball

The Lady Rams softball team reached the
semifinals of the RRAC Tournament. After
forfeiting seven wins, including four conference
games, their overall record came to 18-32. At
9-11 in conference play, they were the fourth
seed in the conference tournament.

Six Lady Rams were named All-Conference:
junior pitcher Ashley Oldham, sophomore
pitcher Ashley Tarrant, sophomore shortstop
Lateah Lucero, freshman outfielder Shawna
Henderson, freshman infielder (first base)
Christina Kelley, and sophomore catcher Haley
Butler. Butler was also named RRAC Co-
Player of the Year. She is the third Lady Ram
to earn RRAC Player of the Year honors and
the first since Marie Stone was named Co-POY
in 2006.

Grants and Research

The University continues to increase the
amount grants and contracts received to
support student scholarship, outreach,
technology infrastructure, economic
development, and teaching and learning,

One of the biggest success stories in the local
area has been the receipt of ongoing funding

in support of the Rosedale Redevelopment
Initiative, Last year, a Congressionally directed
grant in the amount of $150,000 from the
U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) served as the catalyst in
gaining additional support — both public and
private — for the redevelopment of properties
at the front door of the historic campus. Since
the announcement of HUD funding, Texas
Wesleyan was able to secure additional funds to
assist in our efforts to begin the revitalization
of the Polytechnic/ Wesleyan Urban Village
along the 3000 and 3100 blocks of E. Rosedale
Street. In addition to the opening of the Baker
Building this past November, which serves

as a community meeting space, a local vendor
has opened The Coffee X Spot @ Java Joe's.
This month, the Texas Wesleyan University
Bookstore, operated by Follett, relocated as the
first new tenant on the south side of E. Rosedale
Street. The newest grant to support these
redevelopment efforts was recently announced
by HUD and the next phase anticipates initial
renovations to the Dillow House.

Texas Wesleyan's School of Education
continues to expend funds from three
multi-year grants. The U.S. Department

of Education’s National Professional
Development (Bilingual Education) grant
program bestowed scholarship awards for
current bilingual education undergraduate
students and cultivated professional
development in area bilingual teachers. The
Sid W. Richardson Foundation maintained
support of Wesleyan’s principalship program
by providing a third year of funding in the
amount of $70,000, dedicated to scholarships,
marketing, principal mentors and Courage
to Lead retreats. Lastly, the John Fetzer
Institute’s award, which supports education



professor Twyla Miranda’s research study on
the effects of Courage & Renewal North Texas
(a personal and professional development
program) on school culture and TAKS scores
in the Metroplex, is wrapping up its third and
final year.

Program, directed at
Texas Wesleyan by Jane Moore, professor of
mathematics. Additional awards to support
TexPREP this summer have been received from
the Sid W. Richardson Foundation and the
State of Texas through UT San Antonio (the
state TexPREP agency). The purpose of this
program is to identify high achieving middle
and high school students with the interest and
potential for careers in engineering, science,
technology and other mathematics-related
areas and to reinforce them in the pursuit of
these fields. Serving 100 students from area
high schools, these students will participate in
rigorous coursework and career field trips over
eight weeks this summer.

To assist need-based financial aid, GO

Center student worker salaries, new summer
bridge programs in math and reading for our
incoming freshmen, and Student Success
Stations, TG awarded a grant for our Pathways
to Success project in the amount of $82,550.
Also providing for the betterment of local high
school students in their preparation for college
is the Texas Higher Education Coordinating
Board. Their Collegiate G-Force grant totaling
$40,000 supports student workers who staff
the GO Centers at Polytechnic, Castleberry,
Crowley, and North Crowley High Schools.

The School of Arts and Sciences drew from
multiple grants as well. The first year of the
U.S. Department of Education’s Upward
Bound Math and Science grant commenced.
The grant facilitates outreach to low income,
first generation, college-going high school
students currently attending one of four local
partner high schools: Polytechnic, North Side,
Diamond Hill, and Trimble Tech. Also, the
Pre-Professional Program received $50,000 in
funding from the M.D. Anderson Foundation
to support its programming. Finally, the
Robert A. Welch Foundation’s support for
chemistry student research continued through
its second year.
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have recently received
notification of nearly
$44,000 from Department of Health and
Human Services (DHHS) for FY10 to be
used in support of students beyond the first
12 months of the nurse anesthesia program
through its Nurse Anesthetists Traineeships
program grant. Also, the new Doctorate of
Nurse Anesthesia Practice (DNAP) degree
program has received a significant award
totaling $247,000 in support of technology
infrastructure through a U.S. Congressionally
appropriated DHHS Health Resources and

Services Administration grant.

Texas Wesleyan has made substantial progress
towards its objectives during the first two years
of the five-year, $2 million U.S. Department
of Education Strengthening Institutions (Title
III) project. The grant assisted in the creation
of the Center for Excellence in Teaching and
Learning (CETL), which provides faculty
with access to modern teaching technologies
and opportunities to experiment with these
technologies. All positions — including a
learning specialist, advising specialist, and
instructional technologist — have been filled.
Located in our library, the CETL includes

a teaching lab designed to replicate the
SMART classroom technology to be deployed
in classrooms across campus with Title ITT
funds. To date, two complete sets of SMART
classroom technologies have been purchased

— one in the McFadden Science Center and
one in Dan Waggoner Hall — with installation
in additional classrooms currently being
prioritized.

Additionally, we designed and piloted learning
communities courses in both the fall 2008

and spring 2009 semesters; assessments are
currently underway to determine the impact

of the learning communities initiative in

terms of student success—grades, retention,
social networking, etc. In addition, we have
contracted with two faculty members to design
a faculty “learning coaches” model to assist
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with advising, early alert, and retention to be
piloted in the fall 2009 semester for freshman
students enrolled in our learning communities
courses.

Faculty development opportunities focusing
on the implementation and maintenance of
learning communities as well as assessment
measures are ongoing. A summer institute will
prepare us to launch learning communities

in the fall 2009 semester for our incoming
freshman class. Also, a team of seven faculty
and one staff member will travel to the
Washington Center at The Evergreen State
College for their 2009 National Summer
Institute on Learning Communities to receive
professional development for continued
improvement of our learning communities
model.

Finally, the School of Business wireless
project has been successfully completed. This
network gives faculty and students access to
student information that is critical to effective
student tracking, interventions, and outcomes
assessment.

The Title III grant is on schedule and
progressing as planned. It has garnered a

great deal of interest and support from faculty
and staff because of the potential to try new
strategies to fulfill the mission of the University
and improve student success rates. This grant

is on its way to changing the climate of the
University.

Information Technology

The IT department built on its momentum
from the fall semester and completed

several projects in the spring. The Network
Operations group completed the expansion

of network connections to all 18 clinical

sites for the Graduate Programs of Nurse
Anesthesia (GPNA). This expansion allows
GPNA students to connect to Texas Wesleyan
University’s network resources and the Internet
from their clinical sites. This improved network
also creates new capabilities that will allow
GPNA to improve upon its already excellent
offerings. The Network Operations group also
launched a project in the spring to upgrade
students’ email and calendaring service and
provide lifelong email accounts to alumni;

this project is estimated for completion in
December 2009.

The Administrative Systems division of the

IT department continues to add and refine
services that utilize the University’s business
integration system (Colleague). In spring 2009,
this group, in conjunction with the Office

of Admission, launched Web Advisor for
applicants, a program that allows applicants



to check their application status and monitor
communications with Texas Wesleyan staff.
The Administrative Systems group also
partnered with the Business Office to enable
and roll out Web Time Entry to the campus,
allowing staff to enter their timesheets in
Colleague rather than on paper.

The I'T Support Services group expanded the
Help Desk hours to 7 a.m. to 7 p.m., Monday
through Friday, and added support for students
to the existing support for faculty and staff. The
IT Support Services group will be upgrading
wireless access points across campus during the
summer and rolling out Microsoft Office 2007
to the campus community.

The Center for Excellence in Teaching and
Learning (CETL) continues to support faculty
development and employee use of technology.
In spring 2009, the CETL purchased
PsychData, an online survey tool that allows
users to create and disseminate web-based
surveys. The CETL provided training
workshops on Microsoft Office 2007 to prepare
faculty and staff for the transition to the new

Office Suite.

The CETL also provided training workshops
on Turnitin, Web 2.0 (wikis, blogs, Twitter,
social networking), Adobe Contribute,
graphics, PsychData, and Blackboard. The
Provost’s Professional Development Workshop
series included Daniel Chen’s workshop on
advising and Jason Ebbeling’s and Brian

Van Brunt’s online webinar on working with
difficult students.

International Programs

Study Abroad Expands Its Territory

More than 100 Texas Wesleyan students

are joining the four faculty-led study abroad
study trips this spring and summer to visit
countries across South America and Europe.
During spring break, Jesse Sowell, professor of
religion, took a group to
Scotland for his annual
Wesleyan Heritage
Study Tour, where they
visited historic sites after
learning about them

in his spring semester
courses. Linda Metcalf,
associate professor of
counseling, is taking Europe.

in late June. The School of Education, which
finds great value in sending its students abroad
for teaching experiences, will sponsor two
trips this summer, going again to Peru and
Brazil.

Similar in nature but in a different
host country is the Travel and Teach in Brazil
program led by Catlos Vasquez, visiting
professor of education, and Sandy Myers,
grants and communications coordinator,
Planned trips to Mexico and Russia and former
Eastern Bloc countries were cancelled because
of HIN1 influenza concerns.

International Games Day

The International Club hosted International
Games Day on Thursday, April 23, to

share some of their popular games with the
university community. Participants got to
enjoy traditional games from Europe and Asia
for an hour and a half over lunch break. The
games of kubb, boule and cricket were played
on the mall in front of the library. Kubb, a
Swedish game dating back to the Vikings, is
similar to bowling but with sticks instead of
balls and has enjoyed a revival with college
students in Sweden. Boule, also known as
pétanque, is based on the same principle as
the game of horseshoes, but with metal balls
instead of horseshoes, and can be found in the
parks all throughout Europe. Cricket, similar
to baseball, is the popular national game in
England and is found throughout countries
once part of the British Empire. The games
were a good way for students, faculty and staff
to briefly relax and have fun during the stressful
end-of-semester activities.

West Library

The librarians and staff of the Eunice and
James L. West Library carried out a productive
year of assisting, teaching, collecting, managing
and learning while interacting with students,
faculty, staff and the
community.

Instruction sessions were
provided for classes from
multiple disciplines to ensure
that students are able to
utilize outstanding new
databases and research tools.
Briefly, they include: the
African-American Experience,
an online library rich in
history and culture; the
Classic Music Library and the complete works
of Bach, Beethoven and Mozart on CD; the
Children’s Literature Comprehensive Database
(CLCD); RefWorks, an online research
management tool; ScienceDirect, from Elsevier;
and the Virtual Job Interview.
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More than 2,100 new books were ordered - 365
from the Perkins-Prothro fund - throughout
the disciplines. The International Encyclopedia
of the Social Sciences was ordered in e-book
format as we continue migrating from print to
online when propitious both for curricular and
budgetary reasons.

Changes in scenery occurred on the Periodicals
floor when the Honors Lounge was created in
the summer of 2008. This space, dedicated for
the use of students in the Honors Program,

is spacious and attractively decorated

with computers, low tables, and invitingly
comfortable seating,

Also on the second floor, the stacks were
redesigned and the current periodicals and
leisure reading magazines were arranged to
facilitate solitary study or relaxation to group
spaces for the exchange of ideas.

Personnel from each department participated
in numerous and varied professional
development opportunities with Amigos
Library Services, Association of College and
Research Libraries, Library and Information
Technology Association, Society of Southwest
Archivists, and the Texas Council of Academic
Libraries.

School of Arts and Sciences
Rodriguez Receives the Stanley C. Israel
Award

Ricardo E. Rodriguez, professor of chemistry,
was selected by the American Chemical Society
as the Stanley C. Israel Awardee for advancing
diversity in the chemical sciences.

The American Chemical Society’s Committee
on Minority Affairs recognized Rodriguez’s
initiative and dedication in creating and
sustaining the Chemistry Camp for Kids for
elementary school students from disadvantaged
communities and his support for Project
SEED. The committee noted that his vision in
facilitating continued engagement of students
and teachers throughout elementary and high-
school science instruction programs, to ensure
successful college careers, enhances both the
advancement of minority students and the
diversity of the chemical enterprise, honoring
the legacy of Stanley C. Israel. The award was
presented at the American Chemical Society’s
Southwest Regional Meeting in Little Rock,
Ark., on Thursday, Oct. 2.

American Chemical Society SEED
Students in Chemistry

The Chemistry Department and the ACS
SEED program sponsored three high school
student researchers in the summer of 2008.
The three students, Luis Aguirre (Crowley
High School), Isaura Flores (South Hills
High School) and Grace Woods (Fort Worth



Christian School), spent 10 weeks in the
chemistry laboratory conducting research.
Aguirre and Flores (SEED I) worked with
Rodriguez, while Woods (SEED II) worked
with Robert G. Landolt, professor of chemistry.
Aguirre and Flores worked to unlock the
mysteries of the conversion of trimethylamine to
trimethylamine N-oxide. Woods worked with
Landolt on ipso reactions. Her contributions

to the overall project were presented at the
American Chemical Society’s Southwest
Regional Meeting in Little Rock, Ark. The
poster was titled: “Hypochlorite-Induced

Ipso Reactions of an Aromatic Alcohol.”

Both Aguirre and Flores are freshmen at

Texas Wesleyan while Woods is a freshman

at Texas Southern University. Project SEED
was established in 1968 to help economically
disadvantaged high school students expand their
education and career outlook.

Chemistry Camp Summer 2008

The Chemistry Department hosted the
summer 2008 Chemistry Camp for Kids. The
camp brought approximately 80 elementary
students from local schools to a free three-
week, daylong, hands-on science camp. The
Camp also brought 15 high school students to
campus to work as student mentors. The Camp
was supported by numerous organizations

and businesses and is directed by Rodriguez.
Sixty students are expected to attend this year’s
science camp.

Advancement

The School of Law Annual Fund has 191
alumni donors with a total of 288 donations
made to the Annual Fund. That brings us to
a7.2% giving rate (well above our previous 3%

giving rate from last year). Our goal is to have
at least a 10% alumni giving rate by May 31,
2009. The Advancement Office has raised a
total of $50,729 for the Annual Fund this year

(also a significant increase from last year).

Other funds raised in 2008-09 include

2 $12,000 Chesapeake gift to the Law

Likewise, the Texas Bar
Foundation granted $25,000 for activities
associated with the Law School Asian Judicial
Institute.

This year, the School of Law hosted monthly
alumni luncheons to reach out to our alumni.
The first Oil and Gas Continuing Legal
Education (CLE) alumni event was held in the
fall with 75 participants. Alumni Weekend
proved to be a great success. We welcomed
more than 500 guests to our Community
Crawfish Boil in April. The golf tournament
raised $25,000 for the Greenhill Scholarship
Endowment. An alumni giving online
challenge to raise money for the Annual Fund
has raised more than $10,000 in two months
with online donations alone.
